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Childhood has an extended effect on our life. It has that
unfailing power to provide us with the elixir of life to
go ahead throughout our lifespan. Many have
expressed about this power of childhood in words,
colours and music. But there are few who have used all
these mediums together to portray the eternal
childhood lying dormant in our minds.
Upendrakishore Raychowdhuty is one of those, whom
Rabindranath rightly described as the 'Bhagirath of
children's literature', who have unleashed the flow of
children's literature in Bengali.

He was born to Kalinath Chowdhury and J oytara Devi,
in the family of renowned Zaminders of Mashua, a
village in the Mymensingh district of present
Bangladesh, on 10" of May, 1863. His father Kalinath
alias Shyamsunder Munsi was an expert in Sanskrit,
Arabic and Persian languages. Upendrakishore was
born third among the eight children of their parents.
His original name was Kamadaranjan. He was adopted
by his uncle Harikishore Roy at the age of five, who
named him Upendrakishore.

He was exceptionally talented from the very
childhood. He did well in examinations though he was
more interested in drawing, painting and music. He
passed the Entrance examinations with scholarship
from Maimonsingh district School in 1880, was
admitted to Presidency College and finally obtained
B.A. degree from Metropolitan Institute in 1884.

After graduation he was attracted to the liberal
Brahmo religion, met Rabindranath Tagore's father,
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Maharshi Debendra Nath and joined Brahmo Samaj.
He married Bidhumukhi, daughter of Dwarakanath
Gangopadhaya, who was a leader of the Samaj.

He started writing for children while he was a student
and was first published in the magazine 'Sakha'. He
was the pioneer to apply modern technology of
engraving and colour printing. At that time it was very
new even in the west. He founded 'U Ray and Sons
Company', the finest printing press in South Asia in
1913 and started publishing '‘Sandesh', the first
children's magazine in India, which is still alive. He
started writing and publishing books for children with
attractive pictures and content in splendid prints.

His books "Tuntunir Boi', 'Gupi Gayen Bagha Bayen',
'‘Cheleder Ramayan',
Cheleder Mahabharat!,
'Pouranik Kahini’,
'Sekaler Katha',
'‘Akasher Katha' etc.,
written with rare fluency
and lucidity are still
most popular reads.
These books are also
illustrated by him.

He has also left his own
mark in painting,
‘Balaramer Dehatyag' is
one of his famous paintings. He was a violinist and a
composer himselfand published articles on music in the
magazines 'Sadhana' and 'Prabasi',

He passed away untimely on 20" December, 1915 at
the age of fifty two. But his legacy was survived by his
sons and daughters. Sukumar Ray, Sukhalata Rao,
Subinay Ray and Punyalata Chakraborty, four among
his six sons and daughters are immaortal in the history
of Bengali Childrens' literature.

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Sukumar Ray is the angel of freedom for the children
trapped in the bondage of etiquette, rules, norms,
custom and strictures. He was the first son of
Upendrakishore Raychowdhury, the famous children's
author and Bidhumukhi Devi, born on 30th October,
1887.

A Brilliant student from his early age, Sukumar passed
the Entrance Examination from City School and
obtained Bachelor in Science degree with Double
Honours in Physics and Chemistry from Presidency
College. An heir to Upendrakishore's legacy, his
creative endeavours was dedicated to children.

He got the prestigious 'Guruprasanna Ghosh'
scholarship and went to England to study photography
and printing technology. While staying in England, his
article 'The Spirit of Rabindra Nath', got published in
‘The Quest' received acclaims. He was the first Indian
to be a 'Fellow of Royal Photographic Society' (FRPS).
His articles about the new methods of halftone block
making developed by him were also published in
journals in England.

His first poem 'Khichuri' was published in the
magazine 'Sandesh' published by his father.
'Katthburo', 'Gonphchuri', 'Khuror Kol' and other
famous poems of 'Abol Tabol' came out one by one and
was followed by an incessant flow of poems, short
stories and plays with most wonderful illustrations. He
was the one who created the wonder world of nonsense
in Bengali literature with his unparallel pen.

Sukumar Ray formed the Nonsense Club In 1906,
when he was a student at Presidency College. The
home-based club offered membership to persons with
a flair for the ridiculous, practical joking acting. This
flair of nonsense remained the driving force for most of
his works. His uniqueness lies in blending weird
associations of so called meaningless ideas combine
with recognizable norms that treat the subjects with
humour and good-natured satire, written in a language
of the amused wakeful mind.

He became the editor of Sandesh after his father's
death and under his able leadership the magazine
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invoked a new age in children's literature. The last
years of his short life were mostly spent in the sick bed,
but that could not hinder his creative work and running
of the press. Rather he created his most significant
writings during this time. He departed to his own
dreamland on 10th September, 1923. His first book
'Abol Tabol' was published after his death. Later, his
works were published in several books such as, Pagla
Dashu, Khai-Khai, Heshoram Hushiyarer Diary,
HaJaBaRaLa, Jhalapala O Onanyo Natok, Lakkhaner
Shoktishel, Chalachittachanchari, Shabdakalpadrum,
Bohurupi, Bhasar Atyacar etc. widely popular and
must reads till date.

Alibaba, directed by Madhu Bose, based on the play
written by Khirod Prasad Vidyabinod, was released on 13th
February, 1937.

KHAGENDRANATH MITRA

Khagendranath Mitra, a pioneer of Bengali Children's'
literature was born in the famous Mitra family,
resident of Nilmani Mitra Street, Kolkata on 2™
January, 1996. His father was Sailendranath Mitra. He
was attracted to the patriotic movement while studying
in school, became a follower of Bagha Jatin and joined
in the revolutionary struggle. Later he left college to
participate in the non-cooperation movement abiding
with the call of Gandhiji. Finally he graduated from the
Jatiya Vidyalaya established by Desh Bandhu
Chittaranjan. Khagendranath was imprisoned many
times for the sake of the nationalist movement.

He had a deep involvement with children's literature
from the beginning. He left a job with Railways in the
beginning of his career to dedicate himself to writing.
He joined the magazine 'Banshori' and also started
contributing articles regularly in the magazines such
as Bharatbarsha, Prabasi, Panchapushpo etc. His first
full-size writing was 'Africar Jangole'. He wrote many
popular books, namely, Bhombol Sardar, Bagdi
Dakat, Patal Purir Kahini, Otiter Prithibi, Abishkarer
Kahini etc. Bhombol Sardar had been translated in
Hindi in Russian Languages. He received
Bhubaneshwari Award from Kolkata University and
Mouchak Sahitya Puraskar.

He was the editor of the 'Dainik Kishhore Patrika' and
many other children's magazines such as 'Natun
Manus, Chotoder Mahal, Manikmala, Barshik
Shishusathi emerged popular under his able
leadership. One of his memorable work is publishing

the collection 'Shabadir Shishusahitya 1818 1960'.

He was awarded the National Award in children's
literature in 1975, but declined it over a dispute
regarding the award money. He passed away on 12"
February of 1978.

world literature. Satyajit Ray created Feluda as an ordinary
young man who is a Bengali to his very core.
